The application will have the details
of the master applicant entity, persons authorized by them to work on their behall,
the various operations they intend to p(:.rl'nrm under the new regulations and
supporting documents like address proof, contract/agreement, ¢ases booked

against them etc.

3. The master applicant entity will submit the application through their login on

the ICEGATE web portal. The application will then be routed to [CES for approval

by jurisdictional Customs officer. For this purpose, a new role ENT_APR (Enuty
Approval) has been created in ICES. The officer having the role will be able to verify
all the pending applications along with the supporting documents like address
proof etc., approve them and wherever necessary, raise a query to the applicant. A
detailed guidance note on the application process, application form and the

various codes, terms and validations has been made available on the ICEGATE

.web portal and www.mundracustoms.gov.in as part of a detailed techmeal

guidance note on SCMTR for the benefit of the stakeholders.
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4. The application will only be available under the ICEGATE logim, ennties
particularly 1ECs who would be availing the benefit of e-Sealing be advised 1o
mmediately register on the 1ICEQATIY portal (Advisory on the repistration process

is also available on ICEGATLE).
