ports namely Chennai,
Tuticorin, Kandla, JNPT, Mumbai.

Knrishnapatnam and Mundra.
Consignments from these five countries/ region will

be accompanied
by certificate from the supp

lier/ scrap yard authority to the effect
that it does not contain any radioactive materials/ explosives. These

will however be subject to radiation and explosive checks through

portal  monitors and  container scanner at  these ports,

Transshipments through these countries/regions will not be

allowed this Jacility. Import through all other borts including
nine (9) ports for unshredded scrap/ waste), irrespective of country
aof origin, will be subject to PSIC.”
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importer/Custom Broker would ensure that such containers pass
through portal monitors. If the container is selected for scanning, then

the same would be scanned at Drive-through X-ray based Container
Scanner Facility,
